ABOUT THE OUTDOOR ART & HERITAGE SHOW 

The Outdoor Art & Heritage Show (OAHS) is part of Southern Illinois’ Celebration of 
National Hunting and Fishing Day held annually at John A. Logan College on the 
fourth weekend of September.  The OAHS takes place in the College gymnasium.
